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WASTE TREATMENT CENTRE PROPOSAL

Plans to create a new range of leisure facilities at Bishop David
Brown School for both pupils and members of the wider community
are currently being modified to take into account the views of local
residents.

The planning application, which includes a new teaching pool, a
sports hall, health and fitness facilities and improved facilities for outside
sports, was considered by Woking Borough Council’s Planning Committee
in January and was deferred to allow a number of issues to be addressed
and resolved.

Comments from local people about the initial proposal included
concerns about noise, light from the outdoor facilities and the volume
of traffic. All of the issues will now be investigated before an amended
planning application is submitted by the school later on in the year.

Working Together to Make a Difference

Woking Borough Council is
continuing to investigate a waste
treatment centre proposal that would
process the Borough’s household
waste and divert 80,000-100,000
tonnes of waste from landfill every
year. The proposed centre would
offer a sustainable waste management
solution and would further the
Council’s environmental work and
objectives under its Climate Change
Strategy.

A special treatment centre,
which would house equipment
needed for two new waste treatment

methods called gasification and
anaerobic digestion, could be built
on the site of the Council’s depot in
Monument Way, Maybury if the
results of a series of comprehensive
studies show that this is feasible.

A team of experts is
currently looking into a range of
environmental, economic and social
issues that could be raised by the
proposal. Once all the information
has been gathered, a full report will
be considered at the Council’s
Executive meeting in June. At this
meeting, a recommendation will be

made on how best to proceed.
No decision about the

treatment centre will be made until
local people have been consulted and
given a chance to air their views. The
Council intends to use a team of
independent researchers to explain
the proposal in detail and gather
feedback that will then be channelled
into a final report.
